Bullying is when someone is being hurt either by words or actions on purpose by another person. It happens more than
once, and the person who is being bullied might have a hard time stopping what is happening to them. There are three
types of bullying that can happen in school: verbal bullying, social bullying, and physical bullying.

Verbal bullying is saying or writing mean things about another person.

- Teasing - Insulting
- Name-calling - Taunting
- Inappropriate comments - Threatening to hurt

Social bullying involves hurting someone’s reputation or relationships with others.

- Leaving someone out on purpose - Spreading rumors or gossiping
- Telling other children not to be about someone

Physical bullying involves hurting a person’s body or possessions.

- Hitting/Kicking/Pinching - Making mean or rude hand
