Students who complete the Honors Academy earn
recognition during graduation and receive an Honors
Academy Diploma.




Advanced Placement Courses

AP courses are rigorous courses taught at the college level and
are concluded by a comprehensive exam.

The exams are written by the College Board and scored on a

five-point scale. College credit may be awarded to students who
score a 3 or higher on AP exams.

- Students can earn up to 20 or more Advanced Placement
credits- possible to save up 1 year college costs -$20,000.

- Advanced placement scores are recognized at more than 3,200
colleges and universities.
